
CHRISTIAN CARE COUNSELING - CCC 

 

CCC 200  Introduction to Christian Care Counseling 3hrs 

Theories, principles, and applications of therapies commonly used in the counseling and rehabilitation of 

chemical abuse and dependency. 

 

CCC 201 Spiritual Growth 3hrs 

This course provides an opportunity for students to engage with the process of spiritual growth and to see 

it as part of the journey to becoming fully human.  

 

CCC 202 Faith Communities 3hrs 

Consideration of faith as both a personal and communal event and focuses on faith communities as 

carriers of spiritual wisdom and practices that can enrich life as well as inspire and sustain commitment to 

justice and peace. 

 

CCC 203 Spirituality of Christian Marriage 3hrs 

Exploration of a contemporary spirituality of Christian marriage. 

 

CCC 204 Faith Development 3hrs 

Assist students in understanding faith as a meaning-making process across the lifespan and particularly 

how religion deeply influences spiritual development of persons across the lifespan. 

 

CCC 205 Ethics for Christian Living 3hrs 

Examination of the relationship between Christian faith and ethics. In one's personal, professional and 

social spheres of life, one faces a continual stream of moral questions and problems that make Christian 

living complex. 

 

CCC 206 Health/Medicine in Religion 3hrs 

Issues of health and disease in the light of religious beliefs and practices. 

  

CCC 207  Pharmacology 3hrs 

Covers ingestion, abortion, metabolism, and effects of alcohol and other drugs on human tissue, nature of 

tolerance, withdrawal and addiction, interaction among drugs and drug abuse, prescription and non-

prescription drugs; effects on the central nervous system, liver, and other tissue damage, and Fetal 

Alcohol Syndrome 

 

CCC 208 Record Documentation 3hrs 

Students learn record and keeping skills including treatment planning, documenting client and counselor 

interactions, and report writing. 

 

CCC 209 Cultural and Clinical Issues 3hrs 

This course addresses issues of concern to the addictions counselor including concepts and interventions 

related to cultural differences, abuse, anger and resistance, suicide, and other issues. 

 

CCC 210  Assessment and Appraisal 3hrs 

Examines methods and techniques in assessing clients for chemical dependency with emphasis on testing 

and training. 

 

CCC 211  Internship in Christian Care Counseling I 3hrs 

Emphasis on functioning as part of an agency staff, development of advanced individual, group, and 

family counseling skills. 

 

CCC 212  Internship in Christian Care Counseling II 6hrs 

Emphasis on functioning as part of an agency staff, development of advanced individual group, and 

family counseling skills.
